4. What were the principal fears that came up for you about the future?
5. Fears can both discourage and inspire us to take action.  How did you find yourself responding to concerns that Ron raised about the future?
6. What resources could you draw upon for support in using such concerns as an incentive to become proactive in creating a more sustainable future?
7. What do you feel are the greatest challenges facing humanity?

8. Which of those challenges can best be addressed through advances in technology?
9. For which of those challenges is our ability to work together collaboratively most critical?
10. Based on what you learned from this presentation, what action(s) are you going to take?
